Story: Topic is clear, relevant, and engaging for the audience. Conversation flows logically. Questions and 
discussion are thoughtful, not repetitive or filler. Segments stay on topic and avoid unnecessary tangents. 
Audience walks away understanding the main idea or message. ​  
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Production Value: Segments flowed together well. 

​ Sound: Voices are clear and easy to hear. Microphones levels are consistent. No distracting sounds. 
Natural pauses and pacing are maintained.  

              Camera: Shots are steady and well-framed. Variety of shots keeps it visually interesting. Camera 
focuses on whoever is speaking. Transitions between shots are smooth and intentional.  

              Lighting: All hosts and guests are clearly visible. No harsh shadows or bright glares. Lighting looks 
natural and even across the set. Background lighting does not distract from the talent.  
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Talent: Hosts and guests speak clearly and with confidence. Body language and eye contact show 
engagement with each other and the audience. Energy level matches the tone of the show. Talent listens 
actively and responds naturally.
